Gen 14:19-22 – Melchizidek, 

priest of the most high God … 

said, “Blessed be Abram of the 

most high God, possessor of 

heaven and earth …”

2 Kings 15:35 – Jotham rebuilt 

the Upper Gate of the temple of 

the LORD.

2 Chronicles 7:21 – And though 

this temple is now so imposing …
Psalm 18:13 – The LORD 
thundered from heaven; / the 
voice of the Most High 
resounded.…

1 Chr 15:28 – So all Israel brought up 

the ark of the covenant of the LORD 

with shouts, with the sounding of 

rams’ horns and trumpets, and of 

cymbals, and the playing of lyres and 

harps.

Gen 8:20 – Then Noah built an altar to 

the LORD and … he sacrificed burnt 

offerings on it.
